HA1508 review

I’m not going to get into any thing technical about this model or any model for that matter. I’m looking for something that is visually appealing, a good paint and markings application and parts that fit well. Just the general things most average collectors will look for and appreciate. I’ll leave any technical points of view up to others. Since this is a pre-production model I received it in a plain white box so I cannot comment on the packaging or the graphics.
The South African AT-6 with its silver and orange finish is a combination of two of the nicest to be found on this type of aircraft. I won’t bother you with telling you about the perfect paint and marking that Hobby Master has definitely mastered. There is no wash or panel lines to add or take away from this model.
The complete fuselage is metal, yes the complete fuselage. The only plastic is the Pitot tube, propeller and canopy. The canopy is perfectly clear and comes in a one-piece or a three-piece configuration that are easily interchangeable.
The interior is a very plain one because the actual plane was the same. Both cockpits have white instruments on black panels that make it easy to see them. There is no crew provided.
The landing gear is interchangeable and simply a matter of inserting them into the holes in the wheel wells or carefully pulling them out and replacing them with panels that look like retracted gear. The down position gear is made from metal. You can display the model on the display stand that is provided with the gear up or down.
The propeller is plastic and free spinning and fits very snug in position without drooping.
The fit and finish are very good with no unreasonable amount of space or gaps between parts. This is one of the best AT-6 that Hobby Master has produced and will excellent displayed next to the rest of these planes or with any type of aircraft. It definitely is a stand out and will receive lots of attention from visitors.
