HA1707 review Old Crow P-39
I’m not going to get into any thing technical about this model or any model for that matter. I’m looking for something that is visually appealing, a good paint and markings application and parts that fit well. Just the general things most average collectors will look for and appreciate. I’ll leave any technical points of view up to others. 
I find the packaging for this model to be very good. It is a good weight cardboard with color graphics in the new two-tone blue that Hobby Master is using. They have made strides in their packaging quality and I assume will continue to improve if need be. The front opens to reveal a window so you can see the model as it sits nice and secure in the preformed plastic shell. On the inside of the front flap there are some stats and background for the aircraft, a very nice touch.

I have to say that the Bud Anderson P-39 “Old Crow” makes a great model. The colors of olive drab accented by bright red really stand out. The paint and markings are the usual high quality that Hobby Master is known for.
The model has a large percentage of metal and a minimum of plastic. The landing gear is metal with wheels that don’t roll. The propeller, horizontal stabilizers, canopy and display stand are plastic with the rest being metal. The optional bomb and accessories are plastic and so is the pilot figure that is included. 
Both the front and rear sections of the canopy can be removed; why the back portion is removable I don’t know but probably for ease of manufacturing. Both pieces are perfectly clear with no signs of hazing or distortion. Inside the cockpit you’ll find a nice display of gauges on a black instrument panel and stick. As always this color combination makes these small features stand out and become very noticeable. It’s little things like this that definitely add to the collectivity of a model. 

The fit of the various molds to produce the finished product usually isn’t a problem with Hobby Master models and this one is no different. Paint and precision fit of major components normally is of no concern on Hobby Master models and this little gem is no different. To change the plane from wheels up to wheels down set up is very simple and quick. It is like most of Hobby Master’s models you just insert the part into a hole. 

There is no prop droop on this model, it fits nice and tight.
Like all the P-39s I find this version as appealing as the others. Maybe it is the paint scheme or the skull painted on the door or maybe the doors themselves but I just like these planes. Thankfully a company with Hobby Master’s fine skills is making these aircraft. These are so fine pieces to work on that they require the expertise of the craftsmen and women at Hobby Master to do them correctly.
If you are a P-39 lover or a Bud Anderson collector or just like great looking models for your collection then HA1707 is a must for you.
