HA4301 review
I just received the HA4301 F-86 “The Huff”. Let me tell you that this has to be one of Hobby Master’s best models. The paint and markings are superb and really make this a stand out in a display.  I can’t get over the nice tight fit of the wings to the fuselage, as far as that goes the fit of every part is tremendous.
The canopy sits exquisitely on the frame and slides as those it was greased. The inside of the cockpit has a nice instrument panel and a seat for the pilot that is included.
The speed brakes come in a small plastic bag along with drop tanks taped to the side of the clear plastic shell. The brakes, the tanks and the interchangeable landing gear all fit nice and snug in their respective locations. You can display this aircraft on the stand with the gear down or up, your choice.
It definitely has a nice weight to it and you will know you got your monies worth with this release. If this is any indication of what the next F-86 releases will be like then we are in for a real treat.

I must say though I’m thrilled by this model I do have one complaint; getting the aircraft out of the 2-piece clear plastic shell without small add-on parts flying everywhere. When you push in the small tabs on the shell that are holding the model in place it is guaranteed that parts will flip out so I recommend you take the model out of the packaging over a table so you won’t lose any parts. I wish Hobby Master would just put the parts in a couple of plastic bags and tape them to the shell.
