HA7005 and HA7006 review

This review is based on a pre-production model and might differ slightly from the retail version with the retail version being the better of the two.

I’m not going to get into anything technical about this model or any model for that matter. I’m looking for something that is visually appealing, a good paint and markings application and parts that fit well. Just the general things most average collectors will look for and appreciate. I’ll leave any technical points of view up to others. Since these are pre-production models I received it in a plain white box I cannot comment on the packaging or the graphics.
I received HA7005 and HA7006 1/48 Brewster Buffalo today and I honestly have to say that I find them to be the best model aircraft Hobby Master has produced. They have made some very fine models but the F2A2 seems to have something almost mystical about it. Maybe it is the lacquer-look silver paint on the fuselages that is so well applied and eye-catching along with the markings that I find I can’t say enough good things about these models. As far as that goes the first 4 previous releases are spectacular but these two, the last of the F2A2s that Hobby Master will release are just so colorful. The markings are a work of art wonderfully tampoed and absolutely crisp sharp images.

Like the other F2A2s these are metal lots and lots of metal and when you handle these you will know you aren’t playing with a glob of plastic. I think the rudder the canopy the window in the cockpit floor and the Pitot tube are the only plastic parts. The landing gear and propeller are also metal.

The crystal clear canopy slides revealing a very nice cockpit with a super instrument panel, stick, rudder pedals, seat with harnesses and as I mentioned the glass panel in the floor can be looked through.

Perched atop the display stand that is supplied or sitting squarely on the retractable gear that has rubber wheels that roll these are 2 of the finest pieces of die-cast aircraft you’ll find anywhere. If looks alone weren’t enough to get you to buy these then maybe the fact that they are Limited Editions of 1,000 pieces per model worldwide and to top it off these are also the last 1/48 F2A2s that Hobby Master will produce. Do yourself a big favour and get them while you still can.
